2. Matters arising

1. We celebrated the Queens Platinum Jubilee in June 2022 with a BBQ at the Parish Room
2. The Silver jubilee Plaque was removed and renovated and a new plaque for the Platinum Jubilee was purchased.  Both plaques were repositioned on the south facing wall of the Parish Room
3. A beer & bingo night on the 1st July 2022 raised £112 for the Parish Council. 
4. A map of Balne dated 1853 was kindly donated by Mrs Barbara Laycock and the Parish Council paid for it to be framed and mounted on the wall. 
5. We welcomed Richard Kealey as a new Councillor in October 2022
6. We lost our Queen in September 2022 to be replaced by King Charles III
7. The Coronation of King Charles III on Saturday 6th May 2022 was followed by celebrations in the village on Sunday 7th May.  The ‘Picnic in the Park’ was well supported by the villagers (just over 100), thanks must go to Rob & Lorraine Masters for allowing us to use their field and also supplying a marque.  Without their generosity and support these celebrations could not have taken place.
8. Finally let me say a big ‘Thank you’ to our Parish Clerk and the other Parish Councillors for their help and support over the last year.
