Litter picking – After speaking to Selby Council we were informed that we are not insured to litter pick on a road which exceeds 30mph, as all the roads in Balne do not have speed limits we are not able to ask volunteers to pick litter on an organised pick, but hopefully as residents go about the village, they would pick up any litter they find. 
Gale Common reclamation – Has now been passed by North Yorkshire Council despite local opposition and will be going ahead in due course. 
Pot holes – The roads have been tarred and loose chippings in 2020
Signage in the village – Actioned in 2020
Large lorries 7.5T limit – the weight limit is on Balne Moor Road except for access
