2. Chairmans Report – 
· A relatively quiet year, but we did have a dedication of the memorial bench and a new plaque on 16th September 2023.

Coverage would on all 4 entrances to the village, we looked at grant aid, this is not available at the moment to support our application, but we are not giving up.  
· There is D-Day commemorations on Sat 8th June a Picnic in the Park, as last year and on the same field.  
· “Thank you” to all the councillors and the clerk for their dedication and help over the past year. 
· Ongoing we need to make more use of the Parish Room.  A social committee is needed to make this happen, hopefully some volunteers will organise this. 

3. Finance

4. Verge mowing - It was mentioned that the verge on Balne Moor needs cutting.

5. A19 Roundabout - There is a possibility of a roundabout on A19 & Balne Moor.  There is a meeting to be held at the Tea Barn, Womersley attended by the police. 

6. ANPR cameras were thought to be a good idea for security within the village.  It was suggested to contact local businesses and residents for donations. And set up a social committee for any fundraising.

7. Flooding - Outside the gate at Weedfree, when there is heavy rain there is a deep flood all across the road.  The dyke needs digging out, next time it floods, photos will be taken, and the farmer visited to see if something can be done.  There are other areas which flood but not as bad as Park Lane.  

8. The roadsides in many places in the village are increasingly being damaged, the main issue is the large agricultural vehicles and HGV lorries.
